Here are
the rules:

1. Notice the description above says “COMEDY”! Your performance must be just
that: COMEDY! Sing music that’s funny or change the lyrics to a song. Use props,
costumes... whatever you need to make it hilarious! Be creative!

2. Quartets will be allowed to sing ONE song, either ballad or uptune. The song
does not need to be contestable.

3. You must have eight quartet members; two of each voice part. No four members
can currently be singing in a competing quartet — we’re trying to make it fair for
everyone and reduce the likelihood that two competing quartets will merge to
make a double quartet, or that one competing quartet will just find four more with
whom to sing.
